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childhood in Mars Hill. After graduating from 
Wheaton College, she returned to her hometown to 
teach English, but not before she had been 
introduced to “a handsome young athlete,” who 
was soon to be drafted and sent to Officer 
Candidate School. After their marriage Mary 
traveled with Milt from camp to camp until he was 
sent to Germany. While he was overseas and she 
was living at home, their son Mac was born.  
 
His service complete, Milt returned to farming and 
managed potato marketing for Agway. The family 
settled in Presque Isle where daughter Barbara was 
born. Milt and Mary were active in community 
affairs, and they built a camp at Portage Lake. They 
explored the United States with their children. 
Then, in 1975, Milt died from cancer.  
 
Shortly thereafter, some local Republicans asked 
Mary to break the male deadlock on the Aroostook 
County legislative delegation by running for the 
Maine House of Representatives. She did, and, after 
a hard campaign, she won. In fact, she won seven 
more times, serving from 1978 through 1994. She 
worked on issues that included services for the 
disabled, the use of seat belts and children’s car 
seats, and workers’ compensation. She served on 
the Appropriations Committee and was appointed 
to the Reapportionment Commission. She 
represented Maine at national meetings, and, with 
female legislators from throughout the US, was 
invited to the Reagan White House, where she 
found the president “warm, cordial, fun, and 
sincere.”  
 
After 16 years in the legislature, Mary retired. But 
when she discovered that many cancer patients in 
central Aroostook weren’t being adequately served, 
she helped create a non-profit organization, Caring 
Area Neighbors for Cancer Education and 
Recovery. C-A-N-C-E-R provides funds for travel 
and medication, home visits, even home-baked 
bread. It has recently expanded from one to three 
branches.

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When a person has diabetes, the body does not use 
or store sugar properly.  It can cause high blood 
sugar levels, excessive thirst and urination, impact 
vision and causes changes in the body’s blood ves-
sels.  Because diabetes affects the body in these 
ways, it can interfere with vision by causing cata-
racts, glaucoma, and most importantly, damage to 
the retina and blood vessels inside the eye. 
 
Diabetic retinopathy is a complication of diabetes 
that causes changes in the blood vessels of the eye.  
The retina is a nerve layer at the back of the eye 
that senses light and helps to send images to the 
brain.  The longer a person has diabetes, the great-
er the risk of developing retinopathy.  About 80% 
of the people who have had diabetes for 15 years 
or longer have some blood vessel damage to their 
retina.   
 
If you have diabetes, it is important to know that 
today, with improved methods of diagnosis and 
treatment, only a small percentage of people who 
develop retinopathy have serious vision problems.

The best protection against diabetic retinopathy is 
regular medical eye examinations.  To diagnose 
diabetic retinopathy, the physician must look at the 
inside of the eye.  Often the pupils need to be dilat-
ed (enlarged) with eye drops for the exam. 
 
How is diabetic retinopathy treated?  In many cas-
es, no treatment is needed, but continuing regular 
eye exams is necessary.  In other cases, treatment 
by laser surgery is recommended to stop the dam-
age of diabetic retinopathy and improve sight 
whenever possible. A laser light is focused on the 
damaged retina and small bursts of the laser’s 
beam are scattered throughout the side areas of the 
retina.  The small laser scans reduce the abnormal 
blood vessel growth and help bond the retina to the 
back of the eye, thus preventing retinal detach-
ment.  This procedure may be done in the ophthal-
mologist's office or an outpatient clinic.   
 
Attitude and attention to diet and medications are 
essential.  Maintaining healthy blood sugar levels, 
avoiding smoking and watching blood pressure are 
also essential. Persons with diabetes should sched-
ule examinations with their eye care professional 
annually.  More frequent medical eye examina-
tions may be necessary if diabetic retinopathy or 
another disorder is been diagnosed.
